We'll then cross into the Oltrarno, Florence’s more intimate, artisan-filled quarter, to admire the
grand fagade of Palazzo Pitti, once home to dukes and dynasties. Behind it lie the legendary
Boboli Gardens.

There’s a place in Florence where it all began.

Duomo is not just a museum—it’s the beating heart of Renaissance Florence.

Here you'll find the original masterpieces that once adorned the city’s sacred monuments: from
Donatello’s haunting Penitent Magdalene, to Ghiberti’s shimmering Gates of Paradise, and the
unmistakable touch of Michelangelo and Brunelleschi.

In this very courtyard, in 1501, a long-forgotten block of Carrara marble found its destiny.
Michelangelo carved it into the David, shielded by wooden barriers, away from curious eyes—
giving birth to the most iconic sculpture in art history.

But the journey doesn't end there.

Step inside the majestic Cathedral of Santa Maria del Fiore and climb beneath the world’s most
daring dome—a masterpiece of faith and engineering.
